e Self-drilling screw gun with
clutch system (electrical or
battery operated).

e Spirit Level or Magnetic
Level.

e Rubber Mallet.

e String Line & Marker Pegs.

e Post Hole Scissor Shovel.

e Always use protective equipment when operating
tools.

e Always start and end a GramLine Fence run with
a 50sq post (do not use only a single Channel Post).

DURING INSTALLATION

Optional Equipment
e Nibbler (if cutting required).
e Tin Snips (if cutting required).
e Concrete Mixer.

e Make sure that you clean and remove any excess
concrete off your fence post immediately. If left to
dry, it will permanently mark your fence.

e If your GramLine sheets need to be cut, only use
cold cutting tools, such as a nibbler or tin snips (do
not use angle grinders or hot cutting saws).

e Touch up paint should not be used to repair any
scratches, as the paint fades differently. Small
scratches are best left alone. If the damage is
severe then it is best to replace the damaged
section of the fence.

BRANDING

e For Peace of Mind always ensure that your
product is branded with the GramLine brand, if not,
send it back.

e All our GramLine Rails and Lattice are embossed
with the GramLine brand.

e GramLine Posts, Rails and Infill sheets are inkjet
branded for full traceability.

e Buying the GramLine branded product range
ensures you are buying quality.

FENCE DETAILS

Sloping gives you a better overall
appearance, and it doesn't leave
you with unsightly gap’s under
your fence.

STEPPED

TAPERED

We recommend that you taper the
last panel where possible as this
improves the structural integrity
of the fence.




STEP 1: MARKING OUT YOUR POST HOLES

ALL HOLES SHOULD
BE STRAIGHT
(i.e. SIDES PARALLEL)
OR WIDER AT THE BOTTOM
THAN THE TOP

IMPORTANT: Post lengths will Rock 300mm 1 Bag per hole (20kg bag)
increase accordingly to cater for
these ground conditions. Clay / Firm Earth 600mm 2 Bags per hole (20kg bag)
Sand / Loose Fill 900mm 3 Bags per hole (20kg bag)

SLOPING OR UNEVEN SITES

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

It is recommended that you invest a small amount of extra effort to slope your fence on sloping or uneven
ground rather than stepping the panels. It achieves a better overall appearance as well as providing a

stronger fence.

A) MARKING OUT SLOPING SITES

Sheets may need to be cut if the slope is greater
than 1 in 8, and at the end of any non standard
panel length. A nibbler or cold cutting saw should
be used, not a angle grinder.

STEP 3: INSTALLING FENCE PANELS

INSTALLING FRAME

J g @ Channel Post

¢ Insert bottom rail between posts to determine
exact locations of next post.

e Adjust bottom rail to correct height - it is
important to maintain a minimum gap of 50mm
between bottom of rail and ground. (If you are not
installing a GramLine Plinth).

e Fix the rail with self-drilling screws at this stage.

¢ Place top rail into post and fix with self drilling
screws on both sides of posts. Ensure that the self
drilling screws are not fully tightened, as they need
to be removed when inserting sheets. Ensure the
position of the top rail is protruding 2mm above the
top of the posts to reduce the risk of injury.

e Continue this procedure until fence length is
achieved.

e Check installation and alignment of posts.

¢ Allow the concrete to cure overnight.
Note: A longer curing period may be required in

INSTALLING SHEETS

3 INFILL SHEETS

e Unscrew one end of the top rail.

e Fit infill sheets into bottom rail ensuring correct
overlap as per diagram below.

¢ Place top rail on infill sheets working from one
end to the other, locating the sheet in the rail. A
gentle tap with a rubber mallet may help.

e Secure the top rail with self drilling screws.

e Hose down your fence when finished to remove
any swarf such as drill filings or remnants from the
nibbling process. Failure to remove any swarf, will
result in rust spots.

a small radius on one side and
a slightly larger radius on the
other side. The smaller radius
always fits into the larger radius
when stacking together.

Install the bottom Rail to the required
position and screw the Rail and the Plinth
to the Channel Post, and continue to install
the GramLine Steel Privacy Fencing in the
normal fashion.
